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A Natural Diet

A raw food diet is based around what a dog or cat would eat in a natural setting. Dry and canned pet
foods are a relatively new phenomenon originally designed to use byproducts from the production of
human food. Before that, our companions ate our own whole food scraps and in a wild setting, what
they could kill or scavenge. Modern raw diets mimic a combination of a prey carcass and knowledge we
now have on balanced nutrition.

Why Feed Raw?

All raw foods are rich in enzymes. Enzymes are biomolecules that increase the rates of chemical
reactions in the body. These chemical reactions range from digestion, reducing inflammation and
repairing damaged cells. Enzymes are necessary to break down food into digestible components. When
raw food is cooked, enzymes are destroyed. While animals are capable of producing their own enzymes,
this causes an unnecessary strain and diverts attention from the rest of the body.

Is it safe?

Feeding a raw diet is just no more risky than feeding a commercial diet if properly handled and produced.
In addition, dogs and cats have digestive systems designed to thrive on raw meat. Their highly acidic
stomachs and short intestinal tracts afford them the ability to consume, and even benefit from, bacteria
that would otherwise be harmful to humans.

Moisture

In a natural setting, most if not all food consumed by dogs and cats would be moist in form and
contain blood and plasma. This allows for proper hydration and provides nutrients not found in water.
Eating a moist food is essential for kidney and urinary tract health, especially for cats.
